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Programs
National Rebuilding Day: On the last Saturday of April each year, close to 1,000 volunteers in Boston come together to donate their time, talent, and resources for a “hands on” volunteer effort.  The true value of these repairs is not only the dollars spent, but the safety and security they provide to the recipients!
Year Round Program: This program offers homeowners the opportunity to receive renovation services on an as-needed basis.  Applications are accepted year-round, as we have rolling admissions.
Special Service Days: Offer corporations, affinity groups, or other non-profit organizations the opportunity to give back to the community, by holding a volunteer event outside of National Rebuilding Day itself.  This is a day chosen to be convenient for their group, and can be chosen year round.
